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Certification and Licensure Information

The Physical Therapist Assistant program requires that graduates take the National Physical Therapy Examination (NPTE) for the PTA in
order to practice as a physical therapist assistant. In order to be eligible to sit for the national licensure exam, applicants will need to answer
questions related to their alcohol/drug use, psychiatric conditions, and criminal convictions. Questions regarding eligibility for licensure in
Texas should be directed to the Texas Board of Physical Therapy Examiners at https://ptot.texas.gov.

Career Information

Upon passing the national licensure exam, a physical therapist assistant can work under the supervision of a physical therapist in a variety of
settings, including acute care hospitals, long-term acute care hospitals, inpatient rehabilitation facilities, outpatient clinics (adult and pediatric
populations), home health, nursing homes, early childhood intervention, and school districts.

Starting salary for a new graduate is around $55,000 a year. The median salary for a physical therapist assistant in this region is $74,000.00 annually,
while highly experienced physical therapist assistants can earn as much as $80,000.
